IJF New Rules and Contest Rule Changes

There have been a number of New Rules and updatpemented by the IJF as of January 1, 2010.
Subsequently, Judo Canada followed with a directinsg the 1IJF New Rules were to be applied in Canad
effective immediately without modification and watlt a phasing in period. Judo BC has followed héo
Canada directive. The New Rules were introducebapoplied at the Pacific International Senior T@ment

in Steveston, BC.

We were fortunate to have GUY SUNADA, Chairman ofld Canada Referee Commission, in attendance at
the Pacific International Senior Tournament on dand 6, 2010. Mr. Sunada explained the IJF Nevwe&at

the pre-tournament referee meeting to the Refesadsa good number of coaches/instructors. A handbut
these changes complete with pictures from the Idbsite was made available.

We recommend all instructors, coaches and competdocess the IJF website for the written New Rules
Also, the IJF provides video clips on its websdestipport the interpretation of the New Rules. kLo the 1JF
website is available via the Judo Canada website.

The following is further commentary by the Judo R€feree Committee to the IJF NEW RULES:

1. GRIPS OF LEGS AND BLOCKING
PENALTY of HANSOKU-MAKE when

- tori attacks or uke blocks (defends),
- an opponenBELOW THE BELT , and
- with one or both hand(s) or arm(s).

2. GRIPS OF LEG IN SEQUENCE OF TECHNIQUE
ACCEPTABLE - attacking with combination throws

- where tori’s initial attackS REAL
- uke is beindJNBALANCED by the initial attack, and
- then tori may follow through with a leg grip thvdo finish off the initial attack.

However, simultaneous or quasi-simultaneous attat#sgrips of legs are prohibited. Penalty wid b
HANSOKU-MAKE .

3. GRIPS OF LEG IN COUNTERATTACK
ACCEPTABLE - defense with counter throw:

- where tori’s initial attacking throwS REAL ,
- with BODY CONTACT, and
- then uke may grip tori’s leg to counter throw tor




4. DIRECT CROSS GUARD BY TORI
ACCEPTABLE - cross grip by tori,
- when tori takes a direct gross grip, then
- uke may attempt a leg grab throw without penalty.

5. DUCKING UNDER BY UKE
PENALTY - when uke ducks under tori’'s kumikata, and
- follows through with a leg grab attack, uke shiadl assessed with HANSOKU-MAKE
penalty.

6. EXTREME DEFENSIVE POSITION
One or both competitor(s) will receive SHIDO.

7. GOLDEN SCORE
At the commencement of the Golden Score period, the entire marking of the initial time of the
contest shall remain on the scoreboard, except the contest duration.
At the end of Golden Score and, if no advantage deen marked, the referees will make a hantei
decision for the period of initial contest and helden Score times.

8. ACTION AGAINST THE SPIRIT OF JUDO
Any action against the spirit of Judo can be puashy a direcHANSOKU-MAKE at anytime of the
contest.

9. The “CARE” system using cameras will not be iempénted in Canada.

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On November 19/20 | flew on the red-eye to Toronto, drove for nearly 6 hours and went straight into a
kata clinic for 4 hours. Not exactly the best preparation for a kata competition or shiai! Karen
DuPage and Ryan O’Connor ran a good session splitting the group into Nage-no-Kata and Ju-no-
Kata. There was also a group in a refereeing clinic run at the same time. 1 left to flake out in the hotel
as the keen kata people stayed extra and went through some Goshin-Jutsu.

As usual, in my hotel room after the kata clinic, | went through my “Why am | here?” worry before a
shiai. | hoped I'd made the right decision in convincing my husband to commit to the cost and time of
a long weekend away from family.

| entered the Ju-no-Kata competition, first thing on Saturday and there was one other pair besides
Louise Ulman and myself. It would have been good to have more pairs but with kata you're
competing for points rather than against others directly. We scored pretty well (so people said)
especially considering we were a “pick-up” pair, Louise from Detroit and myself from BC.

Time seemed to fly by at the shiai as it was well organised and all the officials were really friendly and
helpful. It was such a different experience seeing only girls and women, and so many of them, in
some very tough matches with some really good techniques. Hats off to the referees who worked so
hard with all the round-robin divisions and then the team event!

Was it worth the trip? Definitely!!

| had 8 matches in all - 3 in Masters and then 5 in Seniors, all tough. | would have had another 2 or 3
in Open Masters but the lady withdrew and | don’t blame her. Julee Cope was the main draw-sheet
organiser and had been running up and down stairs for hours by the time her matches should start. |
could also have had matches in the Team event but the referees were getting a bit tired so Diane
Manganaro and | switched to referee in our gi's. Great fun!

The Team event seemed to be one of the best parts of the shiai. Half way through the day people put
there their name down if they were interested in entering. Then the organisers worked out teams of 3
or 4 with U11 to Seniors in each team, trying to match weight and skill level as well as possible
between the teams. This worked out most of the time in the matches. In the true spirit of judo, on a
couple of occasions, the totally outmatched young girl was graciously given the opening to score the
winning throw by her opponent. | was truly impressed and wanted to give a round of applause there
and then (except | was refereeing the match at the time).

It was great to see Deborah Fergus spend time throughout the day walking round and talking to the
judoka and parents, just listening to what they had to say. She was constantly on the ball, listening
and finding out what people thought, good or bad, always learning and enjoying all the feedback.

At the end of the day all the medals were given out and most people stayed for the ceremony. They
also had special awards including a Spirit award for Junior, Senior and Masters for best fighting spirit,



a Best Technique award and an Iron Woman award which a young girl won for fighting 15 matches
through the day excluding team!

To my utter surprise several people stopped me throughout the day saying that | was either inspiring
their daughter or themselves or both. One parent told me her daughter had made him video all my
matches so they could learn from them.

| am under NO illusions, trust me. My judo needs lots of work. | will never be a Senior World
Champion. But one of my main long-term goals in judo is to be a good role model for women and
girls, to be an inspiration through my instructing, coaching, competing, refereeing and anything else
judo. So this feedback, more than medals or anything else, made the trip a VERY worthwhile
experience.

At home in B.C. | spent 2008/9 season hoping to find women who would enter Provincial shiai who
are around my weight and age but met only one who unfortunately had to withdraw due to injury.
Even at Edmonton and the 2009 Canadian Nationals there were only 2 ladies, each time at least 10
years younger than me to fight in Veterans. At the first 2009/10 BC shiai at Abbotsford | had no-one
to fight even in Seniors. The Continental Crown (Seattle) shiai was November 7, 2009 and again
there were no ladies in the Masters division. | had only 2 matches in Seniors. So the next thought
was to travel further east, hence the All Women'’s in Ohio.

Then, | went to a practice recently where | was talking to a teenage girl who said she had retired from
judo competition! When | made comment about why would she want to do that she said that when
she was married her kids would do judo but she was pretty much going to give it all up herself once
married. Why is it that women are good at judo and CAN patrticipate in the dojo and compete in shiai
but so few do?

| have lady friends my age who are in ice hockey leagues. When I lived in Britain and was in a field
hockey club there were women the age | am now still playing every weekend. If women can rough
and tumble in ice-hockey and other tough sports in their 30’s and 40'’s they can do it in judo too.
There are so few women in Canada physically involved, even just working out regularly in the dojo.
How many women are nationally certified to instruct and coach? How many women are certified to
teach other men and women judoka how to instruct and coach? Girls and women of all ages need
women to act as role models for women'’s judo.

The next All Women'’s shiai in Canada is in Toronto June 18/19 2010 and look out for a Fight Like A
Girl Camp (FLAG) in the summer - they're awesome!!

Go girls!!
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On the weekend of November 28th the Creston Judo Club hosted the Kata Clinic of the Kootenays.
Representatives from Fernie, Invermere, Salmo and Cranbrook braved the winter drive to attend what
proved to be an informative and inspirational event presented by Mr Art Nishi,Shichidan and Judo BC
Grading Board Director from Steveston and Mr

Bob Griechen, Godan and Interior Grading Board Director from Winfield.

A good mix of young and old, novices and veterans were on hand tolearn and refresh the techniques
of the Nage No Kata and GoshinjitsuKata. Working together with Judokas from outside their own
clubs to attempt Katas that demand precision and timing provided some entertaining moments but
also ones that earned approving head nods.

Bob Griechen demonstrated the efficiency of a great “ramrod” of the outfit, showing a diversity in
warm-up exercises and established teaching techniques that kept us in motion. Mr. Nishi, as always,
was an eye of the storm, correcting a hand here or advancing a foot there. Whether it was tori or uki,
body position, timing and balance were critiqued under his gaze as he moved from team to team
assessing and instructing. It was also very nice for some of the veterans

to be assured from him that the Kata hasn't changed. Of course, with the Katas, the devil is in the
details. Together Sensei Nishi and Sensei Griechen made a formidable Kata instruction team.

Sandy Sydnam of Salmo and Ben Reinhardt of Creston were designated by Mr Nishi as the “resource
people for the Katas for the Kootenay Region” and finished out the weekend by performing the entire
Nage No Kata for the group. We all hope that these two will find time to drill and practice so that they
will represent a combined Kootenay Kata team at future tournaments. Only 100 kilometers, a time
zone, a border crossing and the highest mountain pass in Canada lie between them and each work-
out. As an encore performance, Mr Nishi did a quick instruction of the first five movements of the Ju
No Kata. Novices stole the show as Dillon

Hack and Cory Jones from Creston did an amazing vertical balancing act while attempting Kata
Mawashi. This went onto support the opening statements of Sensei Nishi, that the Katas should

be taught to novices in order to give strength and form to their basic techniques.

All of us, whether novice, competitor or members of the ibuprofen crowd went back home with a lot of
information to take back to the clubs and to share with fellow Judoka. Thank you from all the
students to Sensei Art Nishi and Sensei Bob Griechen and of course Judo BC for making this
Kootenay Kata Clinic possible.
