REGIONAL CLINIC : 
 
A combined kata and referee clinic weekend was held in Nanaimo on Vancouver Island January 16, 17 & 
18, 2009.  This regional clinic was well attended by some 20 judokas from: 3 clubs from the Island and 2 
clubs from the mainland.  Four members of the kata and referee committees were in attendance. 
 
For the referee portion, Seiko Ouchi began by reviewing the new International Judo Federation (the 
“IJF”) Contest Rule changes.  The use of the SOKUTEIKI measuring device was demonstrated.  Jim 
Kojima provided a power point presentation of the history and evolution of Judo Contest Rules.  Ron 
Kuramoto showed the IJF referee training videos, covering a number of examples of officiating 
situations.  Active questions, with answers, and discussions were encouraged during the whole 
presentation. 
 
Many thanks to Mr. Shuji Tabata and the Nanaimo Judo Club for hosting this clinic weekend. 
 
 
NEW IJF CONTEST RULE CHANGES : 
 
Recent Contest Rule changes introduced by the IJF came into effect January 1, 2009.   In addition, a new 
measuring device for judogi control has been created.   
 
The rule changes and instructions/diagrams on how to use the SOKUTEIKI measuring device are posted 
on the JUDO BC website.  Also, Judo Canada Commentary of the IJF Contest Rule changes is also 
posted.  Please read both, you will find them interesting and informative. 
 
Also, the Judo BC website provides links to the Judo Canada and the IJF websites. 
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Major IJF Contest Rule changes are: 
 
Border Line - Rules: 
 
This change is the most dramatic.  The aim of the IJF is to make Judo more dynamic.  The information to 
date is limited to the posted articles provided by the IJF and Judo Canada.  We are told that the IJF is 
developing a DVD to provide examples and further clarifications of the edge rule changes. 
 
Judogi Control: 
 
The SOKUTEIKI standardizes the judogi control.  This change puts the responsibility on each contestant 
to ensure his/her judogi meets IJF standards prior to stepping onto the competition area.  Therefore, it is 
strongly recommended each club acquire one SOKUTEIKI for its contestants.  A violation carries a very 
severe penalty, a Hansokumake. 
 
Grasp of trouser: 
 
Instructors and contestants should study this change.  Old habits die hard, especially in the heat of a 
contest. 
 
Negative Judo: 
 
Other negative actions are covered by the IJF.  Take a look at the Judo BC website for the IJF Contest 
Rule changes and Judo Canada Commentary of the IJF Contest Rule changes. 
 
 
The Vancouver International Open held on January 31, 2009 was the first tournament to fall under the 
rule changes.  Other than the odd exception, the introduction went well.   
 
Stay tuned for more information on these Contest Rule changes and other changes.  As and when 
received, updates on the above and any other Contest Rule changes will be provided.
