All issues/cases(s) that are unexpected or deemed exceptional circumstances will be solved by
decisions taken by the Tournament Director in cooperation with JC Chief Official.

The Tournament Director and Judo Canada reserve the right to revoke the accreditation of anyone
showing blatant disrespect for the rules and procedures of the competition.

A minimum of 2 competitors must be registered in a weight category for the competition to take
place. Medals are only awarded if an athlete has won a match and according to Judo Canada
Sanctioning Policy and Tournament Standards 2025-2026.

This tournament will hold Kata competitions for Nage-no-Kata, Katame-no-Kata, Kime-no-Kata, Ju-
no-Kata and Kodokan Goshin-jutsu for the Senior, U21, U18 and U21 age divisions. Koshiki-no-Kata
and ltsutsu-no-Kata is only for U18 and up. There are no gender specific divisions, so all pairs are
welcome. Multiple entries are accepted. The same competitor can enter only once in the same kata.

Each athlete is required to present identification with photo at the weigh-in.
